   Are you a Skeptic?





Australian Skeptics Inc. says, “Skeptics sincerely assess claims of the paranormal, but always with the understanding that extraordinary claims require extraordinary evidence. It is largely up to the claimants to provide such evidence”. 





The general myth is that nobody questioned the evidence to prove Jesus’ resurrection. There is ample evidence that Jesus died on the Cross in Jewish and Roman writings. But did anyone ask the right questions about the resurrection?





We are told in the Gospels that the disciples were amazed and troubled when they discovered that Jesus was missing. Most interestingly - they also doubted that He rose from the dead.
